Martin Ind k Born in London (1951), he grew up and went to school in Australia, where he also
y received his higher education - a Bachelor of Economics from Sydney University

and his Ph.D. in International Relations from the Australian National University.

Dr. Indyk served for eight years as executive director of the Washington Institute for Near East Policy, a U.S. research
institute that specializes in Arab-Israeli relations. He was also an adjunct professor at the Johns Hopkins School of Advanced
International Studies, where he lectured on Israeli policy and foreign policy. He has published widely on the subject of
U.S.-Israel relations and on U.S. policy toward the peace process.

In 1993, Dr. Indyk was appointed special assistant to'the President of the United States and Senior Director for Near East
and South Asian Affairs at the U.S. National Security Council. During this period, he served as principal advisor to the
President and the National Security Advisor on Israeli-Arab issues as well as on Iraq, Iran, and South Asia. He became a
senior member of Secretary of State Warren Christopher’s Middle East peace team. He also served as the White House
representative on the U.S.-Israel Science and Technology Commission.

President Bill Clinton nominated Martin Indyk as U.S. Ambassador to Israel, and Dr. Indyk has served in this post since
April 1995.
